Join us for this hands-on workshop for all specialists who deal with students and technology.  Adaptive and 
assistive technology is developing rapidly as new digital applications emerge. We need to be able to make these 
technologies practical and portable for the end-users, the children.  
 

We will present one school’s use of these tools to help the students bridge the gap between their skills and the 
tasks that they must do.  The emphasis is on matching the right technology to the right student for the right task; 
training the students to adopt the technology and make it their own; and integration of the technology to allow 
the students to participate fully in advanced literacy and learning in a challenging curriculum.   
 

The session begins with an overview of the school’s practice in assessing and training students to use the 
technology, followed by a live, interactive demonstration by the students of their use of the technology and how 
they integrate it into their own learning. 
 

Demonstrations may include: iFlash, Quizlet, Dragon Dictate, LiveScribe Pen, Voicethread, Inspiration, Word 
Notebook audio, Audio books, Kurzweil 3000, Adobe Creative Suite, Garageband, and/or many more.
